SUNDAY, SEPTEMBER 14

This morning your guide will take you on a city tour of Kigali, including a visit fo the Genocide Memorial.
After lunch, depart on the 2 2 hour scenic drive to Volcanoes National Park.

VOLCANOES NATIONAL PARK

Volcanoes National Park, or Parc National des
Volcans, in northwestern Rwanda borders Virunga
National Park in the Democratic Republic of Congo
and Mgahinga Gorilla National Park in Uganda. This
national park is a renowned haven for the mountain
gorilla and was the base for the zoologist Dian
Fossey. It is home to five of the eight Virunga
Mountains- Karismbi, Bsoke, Muhabura, Gahina,
and Sabyinyo- all of which are covered in rainforest
and bamboo.

Roughly half of the world’s population of mountain
gorilla are found here.




SABYINYO

SILVERBACK LODGE
September 14-16

Sabyinyo is situated on the foothills of the
Virungas and offers wonderful views of the
volcanoes and the surrounding
countryside.

The lodge is located close to the
headquarters of Volcanoes National Park,
where you will begin your gorilla trek.

Each of the stone cotftages has a large
sitting areaq, fireplace, en-suite bathroom,
and a sheltered veranda.

The main lodge has a dining room,
library/games room, and a gift shop. The
fireplaces provide warmth and is the
perfect place to share your travel
experiences.

MONDAY, SEPTEMBER 15
GORILLA TREKKING

Gorilla treks take place in the morning
and depart from the park headquarters
at around 7:30 am.

Prior to departure, you are given a briefing by
park staff and are assigned a gorilla family to
visit and rangers to guide you.

You will set out across cultivated land at the
base of the volcanoes before being guided up
into the beautiful dense misty forests.

The treks normally last between two and five
hours, depending on the location of your gorilla
family. A maximum of eight visitors is allowed
per gorilla family.

TUESDAY, SEPTEMBER 16

Today everyone will make the drive back to Kigali in time for your flight to Nairobi.
This flight is not included in the package

Upon your arrival at Jomo Kenyatta International Airport (NBO) in Nairobi, you will be met
immediately off your flight for special assistance through immigration and for your private
road transfer to Hemingway's Nairobi.
